TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF SEISMIC EXPLORATION 

BY MEANS OF VIBROSIS


ATTACH THIS FORM TO THE COMPANY’S VIBROSIS (SEISMIC) PERMIT AND SUBMIT TO THE OFFICE OF SCHOOL AND PUBLIC LANDS FOR APPROVAL TO CONDUCT OPERATIONS OVER SURFACE AND/OR MINERAL LAND UNDER THE JURISDICTION OF THE OFFICE OF SCHOOL AND PUBLIC LANDS, STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA.

1.
When conducting vibro-seis (seismic) operations over leased, state-owned minerals, notify School and Public Lands (SPL) by submitting this form attached to a copy of the signed permit from the oil and gas lessee.  If conducting vibro-seis (seismic) operations over unleased state-owned mineral land, the seismic operator shall gain permission directly from SPL. 


2.
Seismic permits for mineral acres under the jurisdiction of SPL are separate payments, and are subject to its approval.  Seismic permits are billed at $200.00 per linear mile.  The seismic permit fee will be waived for any company (lessee) who wishes to perform seismic operations on its leased, state-owned mineral acres.

3.
Compensation for surface damages, where SPL owns the surface acres as well, are an additional payment:


Both parties, i.e., the surface lessee and the seismic operator, will negotiate compensation for surface damage (as per the seismic company’s permit form) in good faith.  Payment shall be made immediately upon completion of the operation on the indicated surface, half to the surface lessee and half to SPL. 


4. Other damages resulting from the negligence of the seismic operation that are beyond the scope of the  normal seismic operation are as follows: 

A.
Payment is made to SPL if it involves permanent surface damage.  SPL will settle with the surface lessee for any costs relevant to restoration as long as they are  within the limits of the negotiated settlement.  

B. Payment is made to the surface lessee or owner of improvements if damage is to structural improvements. 

C.
The surface lessee shall be contacted by the seismic operator for determination of special conditions that exist while conducting the seismic operations.  These conditions and the lessee’s signature on the company permit form are required prior to submittal to SPL. 


5.
The seismic operator shall provide proof of bonding as well as the name, address, and telephone number of the bonding company.


6.
The seismic operator shall provide a plat map indicating the location of the seismic line.  NOTE:  If the seismic line involves more than one lessee of school and public land, a permit and plat map for each lessee must be submitted.


7.
Attach this form to the company permit form to be approved, signed, and returned by SPL. 


8.
The attached permit is valid for a period of ninety (90) days.  An extension may be granted by SPL, if warranted.


9.
The seismic operator shall notify SPL and the surface lessee when the exploration on the above-described lands is completed.


10.
Archeological materials:  SPL hereby reserves and retains title to any and all historical, archeological, and paleontological materials found upon school and public land.  If the seismic operator discovers a historical, archeological, or paleontological resource during its operation on state lands, the seismic operator shall not disturb or alter the resource.  The seismic operator shall notify SPL and undertake protective measures, if any, that SPL requires to preserve or protect the resource.


As seismic operators of the attached permitted operation, we agree to the above
stipulations.
